1. After numerous attempts to get our landscaper to improve the work being done around the station, 

I finally gave up and started looking for other bidders. We solicited bids from several other local 

companies and got no response from any of them. I then contacted the landscaper we use at the 

ranch on occasion, and we did a walk around the entire facility looking for plants that are dead and 

need replacing.  He has had a man working here for about five days removing old and dying plants 

and trimming what he can at this time of the year. We will address what to replant later in the year. 

I currently have him on hourly.        

    

2. I have received a bid for driveway Ballard lights and the cost of running the power that we will 

need for the potential signage out front. The bid will be submitted at the meeting and open for 

discussion. Davis sign company installed the new signage over the doors on the northside of the 

building, this was paid for by the volunteer’s association.

Director Stober made the motion that the District adopt an Ordinance that sets a special tax at a 
maximin rate that will be the following: 

 

  Residential - $200 for the 1st residence 

             $100 each additional residence 

  Commercial- $.14 per square foot 

  Other Parcels- $100 per parcel 

 

Raising approximately $950,000 annually.    

 

Director Loveless seconded the motion.  Director Kruljac opened the floor for further discussion.  
There was none.  Director Kruljac requested a vote.  The motion passed with the following vote:
